Features

I. The JC-80is a 60W {(RM.5.) guitar amp, provided
with chorus effect for voluminous rich sound and
vibrato effect for soft, unique effect cobrained
through frequency medulation.

2. This amp is provided with thres controls (Treble,

Middle and Bass) to enable wide-rangs tone set-
ting, a distortion control producing soft distortion
sound and an OCE threespring tvpe Reverb

-control which produces clear reverberation effects.
With these controls, you can enjoy full tone varia-
tion.

. The JC-80 makes impressive, refined appearance,
well integrated with functional design. Solidly
built, all cormers and edges are fiberglass reinforced
and riveted.

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Chorus effect of the JC series is produced through
the use of special IC, which delays original signals;
signals delayed have different pitches than the ori-
ginal ones. By mixing these signals, sound is produced

Thus sounds from an electric guitar are softened to
give heavy sound never possible with conventional



Function of Controls

_.-® input {High/Low)

o Two input sockets are provided for suita-
ble selection according to electric guitar
output to be connected. In general, use
“high™ socket, but use “Jow’”’ with ele-
ctric guitars having large output.

_.- % Yolume Control
e Comntrols volume.

.- ® Trebie

=7 __--® Middle Tone Controls
..---® Bass
Tone conirols for treble, middle and bass

enable various tone settings.

_..-- ® Distortion Control

With this control, mild distortion sound
is obtained; sounds produced by control
setting are distorted without excessive
tonal change. Turning the control clock-
wise deepens the distortion depth.
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-- 8 Reverb Control
Turning it clockwise “deepens reverbera-
tion effect. On-Off conirol of reverb
effect is done by foot, using foot switch.
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_.--® \ibrato Speed Control

Controls vibrato effect speed; furning the
control clockwise increases the speed.

.---® \ibrato Depth Control
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Controls depth of vibrato effect; tuming
the control clockwise deepens the effect.

-- & Chorus/Vibrato Changeover Switch
This switch provides finger-touch change-
over of chorus and vibrato effects as well
as ON/OFF. It can also be controlled by
pedal when foot swiich iz connected.

-- & Reversing Power Switch
Center OFF position. Power con-
nections to one of the ON positions
are reversed; use the ON position
which produces the least amount of
hum or neise.
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Cautions

Keep away from florescent lamps, neon lamps,
and others which may cause noises. When noises
are generated, change the direction of guitar 1o
reduce noises.

Set the amp volume to OFF when connecting and
disconnecting the power cord and connection
cord, or the speaker may hbe damaged. When
connecting instrument to the amp, first plug the
cord in the instrument, and then plug into the
amp. When disconnecting, first un-plug the cord
iromm the amp, and then the one from the instru-
ment.

Do not give shocks to the amp, since it comprises
precision: components. And be sure not to transp-
ort the amp while the power switch is ON.

Avoid use in hot and humid places. Periodically
clean away dirt and dust.

Clean the leather on the amp with natural liguid
detergent or rubber eraser. Avoid thinner or other
organic solvents.

When replacing fuse, use the one specified by
Roland.
