3.3.1.456 pre-release  This Pre-Release version offers improvements which we would like 
to make available to our customers as soon as possible. While 
preliminary testing carried out with this version indicates that it is 
stable and reliable, it has not gone through our full QA testing cycle. 
Therefore, this pre-release version is not officially supported.

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3.3.0    
 
 
Improvements   

• Support for Mac Intel platform. To install 3.3 there are two 
options: 

1) Install HALion from original DVD like usual and 
afterwards run the 3.3 web updater application. 

2) Run the Web Updater application and afterwards copy 
and locate the content files manually (HSB files -> 
browser page -> HALion content folder -> locate 
content). 

• Kontakt 2 and GIGAstudio 3 files can be imported now 
• Performance improvements when using Waldorf filters 
• New global-menu entry: “Save as Default Bank”.  It allows 

saving the current bank as default bank. This bank will be used 
the next time you reload the plug-in 

• New overlap operation mode: each sample has an overlap 
value. This value allows the player (engine) to limit the number 
of played note for a given key and sample with or without 
sustain pedal.  
A Value of 0 (default value) mean: only one voice for a given 
key (pitch) for a given sample will play at a time. If a previous 
voice (for this sample) was playing, it will be faded out rapidly.  
A value of 1 mean: you can play (layer) 2 voices using the same 
sample for a given key (pitch). If you play a third one the old 
voice having the lowest amplitude will be faded out.  
You can play more than one key at the same time by: 

• using the sustain pedal and pressing the same key, or 
• using 2 sources of Midi input (or 2 midi tracks) for 

Halion, or 
• using the key editor in Cubase and editing the notes 

with overlapping.  
Voice group stealing algorithm will be applied after the overlap 
algorithm. 

• New editing option for the trackball: [Alt]/[Option] for Pitch only, 
[Shift]+[Alt]/[Option] for Modulation only. 

• Browser: new button "abc" for alphabetic sorting  
• The disk-streaming LED has a peak function now. If a disk-

streaming error occurs, the ring around the LED will turn red 
and stay red until you click on it. 

• Standalone PC: you can now avoid “emulated Direct Music 
Ports” by putting a file called "ignoreportfilter" next to the 
HALion.dll (exe). Afterwards all MIDI ports show up in 
"preferences".  

• Standalone: new option in preferences for standalone.  It allows 
receiving MIDI from selected port instead from Rewire 
connection. Audio will still stream over Rewire. This can be 
useful for plugging in MIDI manipulation applications in the MIDI 
chain between Sequencer output and HALion (use a virtual 
MIDI loopback driver like “MIDI Yoke NT” to do this).

• Sometimes a "Wrong Output Configuration"" message popped 
up, even though the current settings were correct. Fixed.

• OSX: fixed crashes when loading a bank file without extension 
• OSX: the “Do not show this message again” checkbox is 

working now 
• Long close times for unembedded fxps extremely reduced by 

code optimizations. 
• Mac: Fixed a crash when deleting a few samples out of a huge 

amount of samples. 
• Fixed a crash when multiple instances of HALion3 were loaded 

with 256 voice buffers.

• Mac: ‘Enable controller in release’ option from sound-page → 

mode had no function. Fixed. 
• Mac: In the HALion3 standalone application the key commands 

were broken.

• When Importing HALion 2 programs into HALion 3 balanced 

volume was not imported properly. Fixed.

Message..." and "Full Quality during Export (Mixdown)" were cut 
off on Japanese Windows. Fixed. 

• Archive/Save Program did not save the samples in subfolders. 
Fixed. 

• Mac: Type search item into browser search lead sometimes to a 
crash in Nuendo. Fixed. 

• Mac: HALion 3 crashed host on 'Revert to saved' or project 
close. Fixed. 

• Mouse wheel failed in browser unless it was used elsewhere 
first. Fixed. 

• Macro page failed to show parameters until the program 
selection was reconfirmed. Fixed. 

• Trouble selecting the correct folder on certain circumstances. 
Fixed. 

• Keyzone view: Keyboard to delete folders often didn't seem to 
work. Fixed. 

• Changing output configuration created a softsynth track. Fixed. 
• Key commands were not saved with standalone version. Fixed. 
• Logic Audio + AudioUnit and HALion3 plus QuickTime lead to a 

crash. Fixed. 
• Up/down arrow keys did not deselect all other samples. Fixed. 
• PC: HALion stand alone version stops receiving MIDI after 

buffer size change. Fixed. 
• Mac: AudioUnit parameter typing via keyboard was not working. 

Fixed. 
• HALion3 cannot reconcile samples loaded into slots which are 

not assigned to global at time of loading. Fixed. 
• Live 4 didn’t save HALion setting (bank). Fixed. 
• Presets sometimes loading out of tune when running at 48 kHz. 

Fixed.

HALion Notes General: 
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• If you installed the product together with, for example, Cubase 
SX 3 or any other older Steinberg product. Please always make 
sure to install the latest Syncrosoft drivers afterwards. 

 
• Available outputs per HALion instance may be limited, 

depending on the host application and plug-in interface you use.  
 

• On PC the HALion standalone version stops receiving MIDI 
after changing the buffer size in device control panels. Solution: 
Restart the stand alone version of HALion after changing the 
buffer size in device control panels.  

 
• Incoming MIDI controller data is not smoothed (ramping) by 

HALion. When using a controller keyboard which for example 
sends out MIDI pitch data coarsely a zipper noise will be 
audible. 

 
• Avoid accessing the Explorer during Auto Browse scanning! 

 
• Browser: when locating new HSB files with option “Show 

Categories” enabled, the Browser will not be updated 
immediatly. Solution: call refresh from context menu. 

 
• Rex and Rewire: to import REX2 files and / or use Rewire 

functionality, you have to run the rex and rewire installers from 
Propellerhead webpage linked in on the DVD 
(www.propellerheads.se). 

 
• On PC you can avoid “emulated Direct Music Ports” by putting a 

file called "ignorefilter" next to the HALion.dll (exe). Afterwards 
all MIDI ports show up in "preferences". 

 
• Performance on multi-core/multi-cpu machines maybe worse 

with Hyperthreading on. We suggest you turn Hyperthreading 
OFF on multi-core/multi-cpu machines. Hyperthreading may 
actually bring a performance benefit but only on single-core 
machines. 

 
• For best performance in OSX, set the “Processor Performance” 

to “Highest” in the System Preferences / Energy Saver. 
 

• Steinberg Key with USB Hub under Vista: LCC can freeze at 
start when a key is plugged to a HUB under Vista. Solution: 
disconnect the steinberg key from the Hub, start the LCC, then 
reconnect the key to the HUB.  

 
Cubase: 
 
• To avoid hanging notes in Cubase you need to activate the 

Option “Reset on Stop” in the Cubase Preferences dialog, on 
the MIDI page.  

 
• Cubase SX, Cubase SL and Nuendo do not receive the 

program assignments from the HALion program list and the 
global page.

4.0.x. Solution: use Realtime export and change the quality in 
option page before exporting. 

DXi-version:  
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• Deactivating the “Fast Bounce” option when using “Bounce to 
Tracks” in Sonar is recommended if you experience cut off or 
missing notes.  Please also make sure to ENABLE Options / 
Audio / Advanced / “Play effect tails after stop”. If not, dropped 
and cutoff notes may occur. 
 Also make sure you connect all audio outputs from HALION to 
an audio track. If you want to use only one mixed output, 
connect only the first HALION output and reassign each 
HALION slot from “PRG” (default) to the first output.
